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Assembly
WARNING: Ensure the battery pack is disconnected from 
the grass trimmer before making the assembly.

  Charging the battery pack

WARNING! The charger and battery pack are specifically 
designed to work together so do not attempt to use any 
other devices. Never insert or allow metallic objects into 
your charger or battery pack connections; an electrical 
failure and hazard will occur.
The battery needs to be charged before first use and 
whenever it fails to produce sufficient power on jobs that 
were easily done before.

WARNING! NEVER LEAVE THE BATTERY AND CHARGER 
UNATTENDED WHEN CHARGING THE BATTERY.
This product comes with a lithium-ion battery pack. 
Lithium-ion batteries don’t lose charge when not in use, 
and don’t lose charging capacity overtime. Nevertheless, 
it is best practice to charge the battery when empty or 
insufficient to do the job.

  Charging procedure

1. Connect the charger (11) to a power supply. The left red light 
(13) will illuminate.

2. Slide the battery pack into the charger, make sure the battery 
pack (12) is fully seated in position. the left red right is on and 
the right green light (14) is flashing to indicate the charging is 
on going.

3. When charging is complete, the left light is off and the right 
green light is on.

4. Once the battery is fully charged, disconnect the charger from 
the mains and remove the battery pack from the charger.

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  Checking battery capacity

Press the battery display button to check the capacity of the 
battery pack. The battery pack capacity will be shown on the 
battery’s digital display. If 100% is shown, the battery is fully 
charged and if 50% is shown, the battery is half charged.

Charge the battery pack before operating, when it is less than 
half-charged.

  Important charging notes

1. Never allow the battery to completely discharge before 
recharging. The battery pack should be placed on the charger 
whenever the battery pack is noticeably running down, or the 
tool no longer performs a task it previously performed.

2. Avoid conducting short charges. Make sure that the battery is 
fully charged each time by allowing the charger to complete its 
full charging cycle.

3. Avoid allowing loose items like screws or nails, etc., to be stored 
with battery packs, as these or similar items can short battery 
packs and cause a fire or explosion.

4. Always unplug the charger when not in use and store in a dry 
and secure place.

5. Avoid charging or storing your battery in temperatures below 
5°C and above 45°C.

6. After use, allow the battery pack to cool down for 
approximately 30 minutes before attempting to recharge.

WARNING! Don’t allow any liquid to get inside the charger; 
electric shock may result. To facilitate the cooling of the 
battery pack after use, avoid placing the charger or battery 
pack in a warm environment, such as in a metal shed or an 
uninsulated trailer.

WARNING! Never attempt to open the battery pack for 
any reason.

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  Assemble the handle

Insert the lower aluminium rod into the main handle body firmly.

Note: Make sure that the handle is firmly locked in place. Do not try 
to remove these pieces after connecting.

  Plant protector assembly 

Assemble the plant protector into the slot on the motor housing.
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  Assemble the guard

1. Remove four mounting screws from the motor housing.

Note: They are pre-mounted on the motor housing by the 
factory to help the end-user find them quickly and indicate to 
the end-user where these four screws should be used.

2. Put the safety guard onto the motor housing.

3. Fix the safety guard in place by using these four screws.
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Operation
  Installing the battery pack

WARNING! Always release the on/off trigger before 
insertion or removal of the battery pack.

1. Keep the battery pack in line with the slot on the device.

2. Push it forward until it reaches the bottom. Before starting, 
make sure the battery pack is firmly locked in place.

3. To remove the battery pack: Depress button (A) on the end of 
the battery pack, and then remove the pack from the tool.

 Switching on/off

1. Push safety switch forward and press the on/off switch  to turn 
the product on.

2. Release the on/off switch to turn the product off.

 Operating the edging function

WARNING! Adjust the trimmer head working position only 
when the product is switched off and the cutting device is 
at a complete stop!

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NOTE! This grass trimmer can be set to edge trimming for better 
cutting performance.

Pull the edging switch away from the motor housing as indicated 
in step 1, then place both hands on the tube and motor housing, 
and rotate 180 degrees to select edge cutting mode.

NOTE! When using the edge cutting mode, always make sure the 
motor housing is clicked into the correct position, and the edging 
switch clicks firmly, otherwise it may not operate correctly.

  Automatic line feeding

The equipment features a fully automatic single line-feed system. 

The lines will automatically elongate every time you turn on 
the machine. To support proper line elongation, ensure that 
the coil has stopped moving completely before turning on the  
trimmer again.  

The lines are automatically cut to the correct length by the   
line cutter.

  Cutting guide

WARNING! Always wear eye protection (PPE). Never lean 
over the trimmer head. Stones or debris can bounce or 
be thrown into the eyes and face, and cause blindness or 
other serious injury.

When operating the unit:

Hold the front handle with one hand and auxiliary handles with the 
other hand.

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Keep the unit below waist level. Work only from your right to your 
left to ensure debris is thrown away from you. The guard should 
face you, protecting you from debris. 

Do not switch the machine on with the cutting head on or near 
material to be cut. Ensure the cutting line is at full speed before 
contacting the grass.

Use the trimmer at an angle of approximately 15° to the  
working area.

In a controlled manner, swing the trimmer head from side to side.

If the grass is very long, cut it in stages rather than trying to cut it 
all in one go. Do not overload your trimmer; take small cuts, this 
will keep the machine operating at high speed and improve the 
cutting efficiency.
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Maintenance and Storage
  Replace the spool

WARNING!
Before replacing the spool, always switch off the machine 
and take out the battery pack!

RISK OF INJURY! Cutting elements continue to rotate after the 
motor is switched off. Do not try to stop the cutting device (nylon 
blade) with your hands. Always let it come to a stop by itself.

Remove the spool assembly from the trimmer. To do so, hold the 
outer ribbed part of the assembly with one hand, while pushing 
down and turning the spool head with the other to unlock it. The 
spool carrier and spool will now disassemble easily.

Note: There is a spring inside the head that could easily be lost. 
Ensure that it is put in a safe place.

Choose either Option 1 or Option 2 below for spool or line 
replacement.

  Option 1: Replacing the spool

Insert the line from the replacement spool through the eyelet in 
the spool carrier and slide the spool into it.

Making sure to insert the spring, assemble the spool and spool 
carrier back onto the trimmer. To do so, push the head on and turn 
it clockwise until it locks.

To test if the line is advancing properly, push the button with 
your thumbs while pulling the line with your fingers. It should      
advance freely.

  Option 2: Replacing the line

WARNING!
Please use 1.2mm or 1.4mm diameter line only.

Line for your trimmer is available at an extra cost from your local 
store or the customer support service. Replace the line, as follows:

Insert one end of the line into the hole in the spool, about 3mm.

Wind the line tight and evenly onto the spool in the direction of the 
arrow until the line builds up to the notches in the spool rim. Do 
not overfill the spool. The spool holds about 6.5m of line.
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  Cleaning and storage

After use, remove the battery pack from the trimmer.
When not in use, store the machine in a dry, safe place, out of    
the reach of children.

Use only manufacturer recommended replacement parts           
and accessories.

To clean the tool, remove the battery pack and use a mild soap 
solution and a damp cloth to clean it. Do not immerse the tool in 
water or spray it with a hose. Do not allow any liquid to get inside it. 
Do not clean with a pressure washer.

Troubleshooting
Suspected malfunctions are often due to causes that the user 
can fix themselves. Therefore, check the product using this 
section. In most cases the problem can be solved quickly.

WARNING!  Only perform the steps described within these 
instructions!
